“School Bullying:

t i ve Pr-dewlegisldton ioNew Jersey
has raised awareness of bullying as an issue and
challenged schools to address bullying pro-
actively. This session provides practical information
and strategies to help SROs and school personnel
comply with the law and enhance the safety of stu-
dents. Topics include awareness of different types of
bullying; different strategies necessary to address
different types of bullying; common misconceptions
and mistakes; issues raised by new legislation such
as the handling of confidential information, role con-
flict for personnel who must combine reporting and
investigatory obligations with a need to maintain
student trust, and misguided strategies for imple-
menting the new law that might impede schools’
efforts to address bullying effectively; and elements
of a comprehensive and integrated anti-bullying
school program. Emphases include a focus on bias-
based bullying, including strategies to address envi-
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ronmental biases and recommendations for the use
of these strategies to address bias based on sexual
orientation, gender identity, and gender expression
at all grade levels.

P e r s dNowan0re than ever, the prevalence of
social media in our lives has reached new propor-
tions. In fact, Facebook alone has 640 million users
with about 65 million of them connecting to Face-
book from their mobile phones. Social media has
fast become a part of daily life.
Therefore, as social networking continues to grow,
change, and advance, it is imperative for public
employees to understand their liabilities online.
This workshop will explore, analyze and synthesize
the contemporary areas of potential liability for pub-
lic workers. Among them, personnel might be sur-
prised to learn that they can now be exposed to
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criminal liability, civil liability, and/or administrative
liability for their use of social media under certain
circumstances. By discussing relevant court cases
and the model policy regulating social media, recently
created by the International Association of Chiefs of
Police, this workshop aims to raise the awareness
levels of police officers and educators.

Without this knowledge of the emerging policies, as
well as the posture of the courts deciding these is-
sues, police officers and educators remain vulnerable
in their professional lives. Similarly, overuse of social
media can expose personal information to the general
public, defense lawyers, defendants, and suspects.
Above all else, this program teaches attendees to
take control of their online presence by managing
their privacy and choosing appropriate platforms for
networking.
